1. Bachelor Degree preferred, Advanced Degree(s) desirable.

2. Evidence of a minimum of two years experience in the subject area(s) for which the applicant is applying.

3.
Recognized certifications that relate to the particular subject area(s) are highly desirable (i.e., CEM®, PDS, APS, etc.).
4.
A letter of recommendation from the applicant’s employer or previous adjunct position, or three client’s references for private consultants (references must annotate ability to instruct subject area).
5.
A resume describing the applicant’s training and experience in the subject area(s), the applicant’s experience as an instructor of adult-level courses.
6.
Successful completion of a teach-back demonstrating appropriate educational methodology and instructional techniques during an actual presentation will be required.

7.
Evidence of successful completion (i.e., copy of certificate) of the following FEMA classes:  

· IS-100 (Introduction to the Incident Command System)*, 

· IS-200 (Basic Incident Command System)*

· IS-700 (National Incident Management System, An Introduction), and 

· IS-800.B (National Response Framework, An Introduction).
